· Household assets are less than $100,000, excluding the value of the home being adapted.

· The home is the primary residence and has a BC Assessment value below the Home Value Limit for the area.

Landlords & Tenants:
· Tenants with disabilities can apply jointly with their landlords.

· The tenant must reside in the unit and meet the disability and income criteria.
